The following description of this LM27 was written by Russ Dear of Hamble Yacht Delivery
Douwe has spent most of her life in Denmark, having been built by the originators of the LM 27 design, LM Glasfiber A/S of Denmark. In common with most Danish boats she has been laid up ashore for six months every year in wintertime because of the cold weather. Because of this, and because of the superb build quality of the Danish LMs, her condition is that of a boat built sometime in the 1990's, although she was actually built in 1979.
Being an authentic Danish LM she was built to an extremely high specification. For example, her hull is twice as thick as similar boats, which makes her immensely stronger. The woodwork in teak and mahogany is also of superior quality, which is evident from her current condition.
She has the 20hp Bukh diesel engine, which gives her the power to motor at 6.5 knots at low cruise revs in moderate sea conditions, and to keep going in rougher sea at 6 knots. Burning less than 1/2  gallon of diesel per hour, she has a comfortable range of over 250 nautical miles.  Under sail she can make over 7 knots off the wind, and 6.5 knots to windward. 
She has the double-ended hull configuration typical of Scandinavian boats. The hull is GRP moulded, with a balsa wood reinforced GRP super-structure, and she carries 1.8 tons of iron ballast cast into the keel to give stability. The cockpit contains a table which folds away completely, and when put up enables 4 people to sit comfortably around it. In the saloon another folding table in the centre enables 6 people to eat and drink here.  Either side of this table are settees which can be rapidly converted into two double beds, enabling 4 adults to sleep in the saloon. Sleeping accommodation for 2 adults is also provided in the fore-cabin. A further 2 adults can sleep on the full length cushioned seats in the cockpit.
The cockpit is fully enclosed by a cover with windows to the sides and rear. This effectively provides a third cabin on the boat. The windows can be rolled up and the entire cover can be folded down in two minutes to provide an open air cockpit. The wheel steering position is in the fixed wheelhouse, with the helmsman's seat. A powerful Autohelm autopilot is fitted to the wheel, with the control panel easily to hand. The wheelhouse itself is glazed all round for good visibility, and a hatch above this seat enables the helmsman to look out above the wheelhouse if required. She can also be steered by her tiller which is easily attached and detached from the rudder stock.
She is a lovely boat (please see the pictures available from the side menu), having had a number of items renewed in the past 3 months (see new items). As a precaution, her hull has received the complete anti-osmosis treatment by Desty Marine of Hamble Point in July 2003. This effectively provides a new hull (with a guarantee) which could be expected to last a very long time.
